Some of them are made from the 1 grape variety but
made in different styles, like the 4 Muscats or the 4 Topaques. That's 8 of the 31 taken care of. And
now you will notice an addition to the beginning of our wine tasting notes. \We have Aperas instead
of Aperitifs. Apera is the new wine category for Australians. The French have Aperitifs. The [talians
have Aperitivos but we, as Australians have Aperas. The Australian wine industry is celebrating
as now, we not only own our wines but we own all their names as well. This is indeed cause for a
celebration. Wine Australia have been travelling the country with the A+ celebration of Australian
wines to celebrate our wine industry. At Pfeiffer Wines, we were part of this A+ celebration and part
of the history of the Australian wine industry, when we had our Apera launch weekend. We enjoyed
many, many different tapas served with all of our Aperas and a range of cocktails. You can see the
